partially recovered. This event brought about a
profound change in her life: she studied English
literature and, in an effort, to make sense of what had
happened, she began writing poems for the primary
department of her local church. She was very prolific,
and a look at the titles of her most well-known poems
reveals that the name of Jesus, the words Heaven,
Soul, sunshine and light are the themes of all of them.
